When invited to luncheon, dinner, or supper, it is very impolite to arrive late, as it is usually planned to have the meal at the exact hour given in the invitation. By arriving late, you will not only keep the other guests waiting, but greatly inconvenience the hostess and spoil the dinner. Western cooking is not, like Chinese, served up at the last minute, dish by dish from the frying pan. The dishes are all cooked, and planned to be ready exactly on the hour for which you are invited. If you are twenty minutes late, the meat will be overdone, the cauliflower will have lost its freshness, the French fried potatoes their crispness, the other guests their tempers, and the hostess her good opinion of your manners.
It is just as important not to arrive too early. Your hostess may still dressing or busy arranging the table or cooking the dinner, and not prepared to meet you. One should plan to arrive not more than five minutes before the appointment time---- just in time to remove one's wraps and meet the other guests before dinner. 

When you arrive, the hostess or some member of the family will probably meet you at the door and take your coat and hat. In the winter time you should dress more lightly than usual, as you may expect the rooms to be warmer than in most Chinese homes. It is bad manners to open a window or a door in another person's home without first asking permission, and before you do that, you should consider the comfort of the other people present. Your hostess will accompany you into the room where the guests are assembled and introduce you to anyone you may not already know. Then she may indicate a seat for you, or you may find one to suit yourself. There is no order of importance of seats, so it does not matter where or when you sit down, except that a gentleman never sits when any lady is still standing. As later guests arrive, you will rise to be introduced to them if you are a gentleman; if a lady, you will not rise except for older ladies or persons of special importance.

    Housekeepers at all large hotels are well aware that departing guests leave things behind them. The lost property cupboard at one particular hotel in the United States is overflowing with socks, ties and underwear, and it also contains more unusual leftovers such as a mini dress, a Korean fan, a music box, etc.

    Almost everyone in the hotel has heard about the live lobster discovered in the mini-bar. There have also been forgotten pets, including a pet mouse, though the owner was a little shy about mentioning this. Apparently he asked if they had found a little garment in the shape of a mouse. Among the interesting items ending up as lost property in London were DNA samples of a disease, several oversized tins of baked beans, and a little rabbit left in a shoebox under a bed.

    Each hotel has its own peculiar tale to tell. The housekeeper of one Sheraton Hotel is at a loss to explain a rise in the sets of false teeth left behind. Four sets were left at the hotel in a single month; two sets had yet to be reclaimed two months later. “You would have thought once they started chewing into breakfast, they'd realize something was missing,” the housekeeper says, with a laugh.

    Most hotels hold on lost property for three months and, if it is not reclaimed, give it to charity. Some hotels give the person who found the item the opportunity to keep it. This encourages them to hand in the items they may find while cleaning rooms. Usually, hotel managers will wait for guests to claim things unless an item is of great value. They prefer not to do the contacting.

    If what guests leave behind is interesting, so is what they choose to steal. Some hotels spend as much as US$10 000 each year replacing wooden coat hangers. “Guests take anything that's not nailed down,” says one manager. “We've lost irons and bathrobes, and pillows are starting to become more popular.

    Most of us feel upset if we miss just one meal, and if we tried to go without food for 12 hours we would really be uncomfortable. But there are some people who seem able to “fast” for very long periods.

    Various records are claimed for long fast, but in most cases there is no medical proof and so the records are doubtful. One South African woman claimed that she lived for 102 days on nothing but water and soda water.

    There are great differences among living things in the ability to survive without food. For example, a tick, which lives on animals, may survive a whole year. Warm-blooded animals use up their stores of food in the body more quickly.

It is said that the story of coffee started with an Ethiopian goatherd（埃塞俄比亚牧羊人）named Kaldi. One day Kaldi was surprised to see that his goats were behaving very strangely: instead of grazing quietly as normal, they were jumping around, almost dancing. He also noticed that the goats were eating red cherries from a plant. He tried some himself and was surprised by the feeling of extreme happiness and excitement — he felt like dancing, too!
    But it wasn’t used as a drink at first, but as food. The coffee berries, mixed with animal fat, were used by monks to stay awake during long hours of prayer. From Ethiopia coffee was later cultivated in Yemen, and the first hot drink was developed there around 1000 A.D. Three centuries later Muslims were keen coffee drinkers and as Islam spread, so did coffee. Coffee houses appeared in Cairo and Mecca.

For hundreds of years the plants were guarded safely. But some beans were smuggled out of Arabia and taken to India. In the 17th century coffee was soon growing on a new continent. From India to Indonesia and then a century later beans were smuggled once again to Brazil — which is now the largest coffee producer in the world.
It is the caffeine, an addictive stimulant drug, which made the goats dance and kept the monks awake. Although it is found in other drinks, including tea, coffee has the most caffeine. 150 milligrams is the minimum dose needed to stimulate the nervous system and this can be found in a single strong cup of coffee. In the short term a couple of cups can prevent fatigue and delay sleep. But several cups a day, every day, can cause anxiety and restlessness.

Want to increase your vocabulary? Here are five tried-and-true methods.
1. Pay attention to context. 

When you come across an unfamiliar word, try to figure out its meaning by using hints  from other words or visuals. For example, when an ad for a food processor promises that it will help you prepare “a sumptuous family breakfast, including eggs, fruit, pastries, and more,” you can  infer that sumptuous means “lavish” or “magnificent”. The words, along with the photo that may accompany the ad, can help you guess the meaning. 

2. Learn a new word daily. 
Each day, pick a word from the dictionary and try to use it as often as possible. Realize you’ve forgotten your best friend’s birthday? Just exclaim, “How gauche of me!” You’ll make much more of an impression than if you just say “thoughtless”.

3. Associate new words with people or places. 

One way to learn something new is to associate something you don’t know with something you do. Let’s say you learn that urbane means “elegant” or “refined”. Associate that new word with someone who is like that — perhaps your English teacher. Then, whenever you read “urbane” again, your teacher’s face will pop into your head, and you’ll remember the word’s meaning. 

4. Listen to good vocabulary sources. 
Hearing words used correctly will help you learn their denotations (dictionary definitions) and connotations (implied meanings). Keep your ears open — especially to respectable sources. Listen to National Public Radio occasionally instead of pop music stations. Watch TV shows that feature articulate people discussing current events or comedies that use clever wordplay. Learn new words as you enjoy leisure activities. 

5. Become an active reader.  
Well written magazines such as Time or The Smithsonian can provide painless vocabulary lessons as you wait in the dentist’s office. 

    Outstanding fiction and nonfiction are as close as your local library. As you read, notice the words that authors use: When you come upon one you don’t know and can’t figure out from context, look it up. 

    It’s fun to make note of an author’s “favorite” words. For example, you’ll come across furtive at least a dozen times in Mark Twain’s The Adventures of Tom Sawyer. Do you know what it means?

We use both words and gestures to express our feelings, but the problem is that these words and gestures can be understood in different ways.

Breakfast is regarded as the most important meal during the day especially for those children and teenagers who are still budding. But a recent survey among primary and middle school students in major cities across the country showed that a large proportion of students do not eat their breakfast timely and properly.
Many primary school students in Shanghai eat breakfast on their way to school during the morning rush. And since students have to arrive there before 8 a.m., some even take their first meal of the day into school to eat.
A total of 7 per cent of students questioned in a recent city survey said they didn’t eat breakfast at a regular time, either due to lack of time or appetite. Meanwhile, 80 per cent of the students said they regularly ate breakfast at home, while the remainder brought food off the street on the route to school.
National nutrition standards state that breakfast should provide 30% of the daily recommended energy and nutrients（营养学）needed for the body. Experts say that students who don’t get a proper breakfast many suffer from a lack of concentration, restlessness and fatigue. Research also shows that an improper breakfast is one of the main reasons for the rising number of obese children in the country.
Skipping breakfast can lead to over-secretion of digestive enzymes (消化酶)，which is harmful to the digestive system. This affects the appetite and children may over-eat later in the day. Medical experts also point out that people’s life styles affect their breakfast eating habits. Sleeping late and getting up late among local families has resulted in many parents neglecting their children’s breakfast. Experts are now calling for more public awareness about the importance of eating a regular breakfast, to benefit the health of local children and their parents.
